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AIS expects consolidation
with TTTBB by next year

Advanced Info Service (AIS) targets
completion of the consolidation of its
own fixed broadband internet system
with that of Triple T Broadband
(TTTBB) by the end of 2025.

AIS took over TTTBB in Novem-
ber 2023. The consolidation covers
operations, billing, services and back-
up systems.

According to Tee Seeumpornroj,
chief executive of broadband business
at AIS, AIS fibre business operated
under the brand AIS 3BB Fibre 3 since
last year following the takeover.

The business expanded network
coverage and strengthened its home
internet service.

AIS 3BB Fibre 3 service covers
133,281 square kilometres in 77 prov-
inces and 926 districts.

Mr Tee said the company posted
growth across all dimensions thanks
to the strong synergy between AIS Fibre
3 service and 3BB Fibre 3 service.

AIS broadband revenue increased
by 154% year-on-year in the first nine
months 0f 2024 and the customer base
grew 108% year-on-year in the third
quarter of 2024. The company has 4.94
million users.

According to the National Broadcast-
ing and Telecommunications Commis-
sion, there are 29 million households in
the country and 10.6 million subscribe
to home broadband internet services
as of September 2024.

AIS 3BB Fibre 3 holds a 46% market
share of fixed broadband service, gain-
ing around 270,000 new customers this
year with a projection toreach 5 million
users by year-end.

Mr Tee said the core broadband
business systems of AIS and TTTBB,
including operations, billing, service
packages, and back-up processes, are
set to be consolidated into a single

as a wide range of entertainment content.

system by the end of 2025.

“Home broadband internetis fiercely
competitive, forcing market players
to control operating costs and man-
agement to ensure business growth,”
he said.

There are three major broadband
internet players, yet there are many
smaller fixed broadband providers in
provincial markets, said Mr Tee.

He said AIS 3BB Fibre 3 service is
dedicated to developing new products
and services through innovation.

“This year we offered greater cover-
age and accessibility, creating more
opportunities through innovation to
meet the needs of households and busi-
nesses,” said Mr Tee.

Cabinet okays B5bn budget for 16 more provinces

The cabinet yesterday approved a
budget of five billion baht to assist
households affected by flooding in 16
additional provinces, with similar pay-
outs made to those previously impacted
by floods.

Speaking after yesterday’s cabinet
meeting, Prime Minister Paetongtarn
Shinawatra said that all flood-hit house-
holds in the 16 provinces, including sev-
eral in the South, will receive a single
payment of 9,000 baht each, like those
in 57 provinces previously affected by
flooding. Ms Paetongtarn said that the
Interior Ministry, which proposed the
financial aid, would speed up the dis-
bursement to those affected.

The cabinet previously approved a
change in the criteria for flood compen-
sation payouts. All eligible households
are to receive a single payment of 9,000
baht each.

Under the old criteria, households
flooded for 30 days or less received 5,000

baht, while those inundated for more
than 30 days but less than 60 received
7,000 baht. Households flooded for
more than 60 days were previously the
only ones given 9,000 baht.

Ms Paetongtarn added that the cabi-
net also approved an increase in flood
relief budgets for six provinces in the
South — Nakhon Si Thammarat, Surat
Thani, Songkhla, Yala, Pattani and Nar-
athiwat — from 20 million baht to 50
million baht each.

Digital Economy and Society
Minister Prasert Jantararuangtong said
yesterday that several telecommuni-
cation transmission poles had fallen
due to heavy flooding in the South,
disrupting transmission signals in sev-
eral areas.

He said he has instructed the
National Broadcasting and Telecom-
munication Commission and network
service providers to find ways to ensure
local residents can use their mobile
phones and other electronic devices
to communicate with others.

Phatsakorn Bunyalak, director-
general of the Department of Disas-
ter Prevention and Mitigation, said
yesterday that from Nov 23 to Dec 3,
flooding triggered by days of heavy rain
was reported in 10 southern provinces
— Chumphon, Surat Thani, Nakhon Si
Thammarat, Phatthalung, Trang, Satun,
Songkhla, Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat.

Some 3,729 communities in 87 dis-
tricts were inundated, affecting 664,173
households. Twenty-five people have
been confirmed dead, he said.
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
